





























Q1 Total Courses Delivered: 136
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We had a total of 897 attendees pass the course.
There was a total of 1940 places available.

Through Q1 a total of 136 courses were delivered. If we extrapolate that number over four full
quarters this would lead to 544 total courses. With an annual limit of 533 courses this indicates that
at some point through the year (December and January) we plan to offer fewer courses so as to not
exceed the annual limit.

Upcoming Courses

For the next quarter we have 112 courses planned: 43 in October/38 in November/31 in December.
Additional courses are being scheduled and more courses will be added in response to demand.
